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‘Swim Links ‘ an Olympic ‘Inspire Mark’ Project. 
The Club has been chosen to work with South West Regional ASA to develop a project called ‘swim links’ which has been awarded the London 2012 Inspire mark. This recognises innovative and exceptional projects that are directly inspired by the 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games.

The project, which is backed by the Amateur Swimming Association (ASA), aims to support more opportunities for young disabled swimmers in the county to reach their potential.  
 We hope to provide and ensure that every disabled child, young person or indeed adult has an enjoyable and progressive journey through aquatics, from their   first early water  experiences and  lessons through to achieving personal health or  National and Para Olympic success.” 

We will be working with South West Regional Playground to Podium Officer Lyndsey Hollands, Local schools sports co-ordinators and DC Leisure in developing a Wiltshire based Project called ‘swim links’.  We currently have funding for 10 weeks to be able to offer free weekly sessions at Clarendon Leisure Centre on Tuesday evening’s between 6-7pm, which starting on March 8th  2011, being coached by both DC Leisure and TASC coaching staff. One of whom is Sarah Paton, whose sister, Australian swimmer Siobhan currently holds World records for S14 classification and has competed at Para Olympic competition.

We are in the process of finalising all details and will be hoping to confirm the finalised plans shortly. Long term we then hope  to be able to offer specific disability sessions and also inclusive sessions with able bodied swimmers within our club squad structure , all with expert coaching from  our fully trained coaches who have  attended ‘coaching disabled swimmers’ courses. We also have two funded places to attend the above course, if you are interested please see Michele Greenan- Education Officer. 
Currently TASC has a small group of 7 members with both physical, hearing and learning Disabilities. Currently  member Aaron Moore’s (16yrs) recently broke the  British record in the 50m Breast stroke for S14 classification .Along with team mate Chloe Davies (12yrs)  both swimmers  are waiting for their INAS FID  International Classifications so that they can compete at the forthcoming  British Championships in Manchester in March 2011 and the International Championships at Ponds Forge, Sheffield, in April , looking to be able to gain places  within  British Swimming’s  World Class programmes.

TASC Swimmers on Fire at   DSE SOUTH WEST REGIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS- 
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Last weekend saw 4 TASC swimmers compete at the DSE ‘North’ South West Regional swimming Championships, Horfield Bristol. Aaron was on fire collecting 4 x gold medals in all his 4 events. In their first ever DSE Event and currently swimming as Guests, Kerry Milton swam an outstanding 200m Freestyle achieving a 9 sec PB, also achieving PB’s in her other events. Chloe Davies ( 12 yrs) swimming in the first event swam a  6 sec PB in both the 400m Freestyle and  matched this in the 100m IM, with Pb’s in all other events Kiera Rossier , the youngest team mate (10 yrs) also swam brilliantly at her first DSE event with PB times achieved in all her 50m races. 
The swimmers were overwhelmed to be swimming alongside GBR swimmers Kate Grey and Liz Johnson, who were also swimming at the Regional event. A huge thank you goes to the coaches, family and friends who supported the swimmers at this event.
Currently the swimmers swim within the club in their designated squads swimming alongside their goods friends and able bodied swimmers, swimming approximately between 6 and 16 hours per week, under TASC Head coach Sarah Paton.
