A Young Trowbridge ASC swimmer Takes British Record and  2 National Medals.
Last week, Trowbridge ASC member Chloe Davies (12yrs) competed in the ASA National Multi Class (MC)  Championships, at the National swimming Arena, Ponds Forge, Sheffield. This event was ran along side the ASA National Youth Championships.

This was a huge event seeing current GBR record holders Stephanie Milward, Dan Pepper, Natalie Massey swimming also following their recent successes at the recent European Championships in Berlin.

Chloe competing in her first National MC Championships swam out of her skin obtaining personal best times in all her events winning Silver medal in the 200m Freestyle and bronze in the 100m backstroke just behind Stephanie Milward and Heather Frederickson. 

Within the last few weeks, Chloe has also had confirmation from British swimming that she is also now the current British Record Holder for S14 classification in the 200m Backstroke ( short course), which she swam at the Wiltshire County Championships in Swindon in a time of 2.38.32.
Unfortunately no rest over the summer for Chloe as she will be competing next at the UK school Games, in September, again to be held in Sheffield after she has been selected to represent the South Team following her 4 gold medal haul at the South West Regional Swimming championships in Millfield in June. 

Another TASC swimmer – Aaron Moores also swam at the ASA National championships. Competing alongside Dan Pepper, Jonathon Fox swam well obtaining 5th in the 200m Freestyle, 4th in the 100m backstroke and won a bronze medal in the 100m Breaststroke.

Both swimmers now have lots of hard work over the next 9 months with the pinnacle being the Paraolympic Trials to be held in April at the New Aquatics Centre in London. 

Both Aaron and Chloe are exemplary role models, to both able bodied and swimmers with disability, showing that with team effort, peer support and hard work ‘dreams can be achieved’. 

We wish both Aaron and Chloe every success in future and look forward to them hopefully representing their country at the 2012 London paraolympic games.
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
